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Rules and Regulations 

1. Visitation by persons who are not enrolled in the Command The Field Drum Major & Leadership Camp 

is not permitted. Family members and directors may visit any of the sessions but no friends. 

 

2. There will be no boys in girls’ rooms or girls in boys’ rooms for any reason. Any student violating 

this rule will be sent home. Students of different gender may hang out in the lobby of the dorm room 

before room check. 

 

3. Students are not to be outside of their rooms after room check unless accompanied by a staff member. 

Students may not leave their room after room check, for any reason, until the designated time the next 

morning. Students will be given a staff member’s telephone number to call should they need to leave the 

room. Any student in violation of this policy will be sent home.  

 

4. The possession or use of any tobacco products and/or possession of drugs by students during the 

Command The Field Drum Major & Leadership Camp is strictly prohibited. Any student violating this 

policy will be sent home.  

 

5. Any property damage will be paid for by the student(s) involved. 

 

6. Students are not to leave an assigned area for any reason. Students are not to get into vehicles other than 

commuters before the first session and after the last session.   

 

7. Any student in violation of local or state laws will be turned over to the local authorities. If the student is 

returned to the organization, he/she will be sent home. 

 

8. Any student, who excessively violates organizational policies, will be sent home. 

 

9. Students are expected to be on time for all sessions and room checks. We must know the whereabouts of 

all campers throughout the entire camp. If a camper is feeling sick at any time they must contact a 

Command The Field staff member immediately.

3. Student will be immediately separated from the rest of the organization and wait with a staff member 
until they are picked up.
